Electricity Usage Monitor 

The Town has purchased the Kill A Watt EZ Electricity 
Usage Monitor, model P4460.  It will be loaned to Town 
Residents who would like to find out how much power 
they are using in their day to day lives.  Also check the 
quality of your power by monitoring Voltage, Line 
Frequency, and Power Factor 

The Kill A Watt is not difficult to use.  Look at your latest 
Pepco bill to find what your are paying per kWh (kilowatt-
hour).  You will need to plug this information into the Kill-
A-Watt so that it can correctly figure out what an 
appliance is costing per hour, day, week, month or year.    
Next plug the Kill-A-Watt into a 3 prong wall outlet. It will 
power on automatically as soon as you plug it in.  Test it 
out on your appliances, lamps, computers, DVD ɀ anything 
that uses power in your house.  You will be surprised how 
much money it costs to leave a light on when you leave a 
room.
